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Mostyn Bramley-Moore was born in Wollongong and grew up in Sydney. Following 
an undergraduate degree in Fine Arts at the University of Sydney he completed 
postgraduate studies at Pratt Institute in New York City and Royal Melbourne Institute 
of Technology. His first solo exhibition was in New York in 1977 and his first 
exhibition in Australia was at Watters Gallery, Sydney, in 1979. Since then, there have 
been 56 exhibitions of his work in commercial and institutional galleries in Australia 
and overseas. His paintings and drawings are held in numerous public collections 
including the National Gallery of Australia, the Art Gallery of NSW, the Queensland 
Art Gallery and the Auckland Art Gallery. Between 1978 and 2016 he taught at several 
Australian art schools and has been an artist in residence, visiting fellow and visiting 
professor at institutions in the United States, France, the United Kingdom and 
Sweden. He currently lives and works in Brisbane and Tenterfield, Northern NSW.
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
